Piano accompaniments revisions-21 Solos


I am currently revising the piano accompaniments for the 21 solos so that there are no “mis-cues” that throw the soloist off.  I am also adding some cues and making them more playable.

Beyond 21 solos


I am arranging selections from #22 (Minuet 2) to #50 (Bach Double) for all string and band instruments with the same format as the first 21 solos.  And that is that I am shortening the selections to one or no more that 2 pages.  Also doing piano accompaniments for these as well.  With a project this big I figure that I will be finished when I am 105 yrs old.

Kwanza Suite


There are seven principles of Kwanza and I thought that this is a natural for a suite.  This is for beginning strings.  I finished the first one, now I need to do the other six.

Music of India


I just notated the national anthem of India (student and parent requests).  And I have just agreed to work with someone who knows music of India (strings).  We plan to produce some pieces for beginner use.

Music of Turkey


My son studied with Dr. Dane Kusic, a well known ethnomusicologist specializing in the music of Turkey.  Matt (W.M. Beachy) produced a tune in our current catalog for Ramadan.  He is now working on a folk dance piece.  I also plan to write a piece after seeing a Moroccan wedding and their use of “spike violin.”

Vivaldi Piano Acc. Reductions

Instrumental students should not be held back because piano accompaniments are too difficult and too overpowering for the soloist.  I have a first draft of one Vivaldi movement and play to finish this one and do more.

Drum Rhythms and Drum Cadences

I have written and tested several pages of rhythms and cadences as drum supplements and plan to continue till I have enough for a booklet.
