Polish Folk Song (Pine Cones) (grade 3)
Based on an old Polish folk song, this arrangement features many meter changes, a violin solo over the rest of the orchestra playing harmonics, and a short bass solo/soli!
A Quaker Air (grade 3)
"How Can I Keep from Singing" is a favorite hymn, perhaps from the Quaker tradition. This arrangement begins with a solo violin over a drone string section in harmonics, and continues with all the violins playing in unison. This section moves into a section of stretto writing, with the different sections playing the melody one or two beats apart from each other. The ending features optional singing from the orchestra! Third position is written for the outside first violin players (in a divisi section).
Requiem for Antietam  (grade 4)
One of Bair's most performed compositions, this work grew out of the composer's interest in the Civil War. The 1862 battle at Antietam (or Sharpsburg, Maryland) was the single bloodiest day in American history! The work uses part of the tune "Taps" which (in 1862) started to be used for military funerals. A short string quartet solo section frames the middle of the work.
Spanish Rhapsody (grade 3)
A fun work with optional maracas, this piece is written in a 5/4 meter. The A section contains a Spanish-sounding tune over a simple cello/bass ostinato. This is followed by a maracas-less legato B section, which eventually leads back to the A section. Tremelo and slurred sixteenth notes are common in the upper strings.
Happy New Year (grade 3) 
A simple ABA form with "We Wish You a Merry Christmas" as the A section, and "Auld Lang Syne" as the B section. Everyone gets the tune at sometime during this short but effective piece, except the basses.
OK City Blues (grade4)
The “OK City Blues” was written following the frustration of not being able to fly to Oklahoma City for a guest conducting job due to bad weather in Baltimore in the winter of 2010.  The work is in A-B-A form: d minor with a recurring bass line – G major with the usual blues bass line – and then back to d minor.  In addition to the usual strings, there is an extra cello part as well as a drum set part.
